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The first residential offering at W City Larkinton is Adison Serviced Apartments, a Provisional GreenRE
Bronze certified development that combines sustainable features with modern urban living. The project
is divided into two phases, AdisonWest and AdisonEast, each comprising four apartment blocks, making
a total of eight blocks with 1,920 units, complemented by street-level retail shops that integrate essential
services into the neighbourhood.

Since its first launch in Q1 2024, Adison has attracted strong market response. More than 95% of
AdisonWest has been taken up, while AdisonEast records over 60% sales to date. Construction is proceeding
in stages, with the first homes targeted for completion by Q1 2028 and the remainder by Q3 2028.

Designed to encourage relaxation and community living, the facilities include a resort-style pool, yoga
studio, BBQ pavilions, children’s play areas, and a sunken lawn for gatherings. Set against the lush
backdrop of the Johor Golf & Country Club, Adison Serviced Apartments offer residents the perfect balance
between city living and open space.

With its focus on high-value projects and the creation of skilled
jobs, the JS-SEZ will drive demand for residential, commercial, and industrial properties. This will directly benefit W City Larkinton, boosting its appeal to
investors, businesses, and residents seeking opportunities in a thriving economic zone. Its proximity to the JS-SEZ positions W City Larkinton at the heart of
this transformation, offering modern living spaces, business facilities, and leisure options tailored to a growing population.
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As construction progresses, W City Larkinton is evolving into more
than just a collection of buildings. It is envisioned as a destination
where people can explore, connect, and belong — contributing to
Johor Bahru’s dynamic and evolving urban landscape.
